MOUNTAIN TROUT HOUSE VARIANCE APPLICATION

The existing covered slips are more than 50 years old and due to be replaced.

The proposed new ones offer a lower profile, consistent step in/out elevation, wider walkways, provision for longer boats, and a more modern appearance.

As such it appears they will provide improved service to cottagers on the lake.

We think it is important to maintain viable marinas on the lake.

Our only concern was their projection out into the lake.  But it is less than

the current License of Occupation around the fuel docks, fits in with the

complex of docks and slips, and does not interfere with navigation in any

way.  Our feedback indicates that local residents are in support of the proposal.

As such KLCA does not have any objections to approval of this variance

application.
