

You may be aware that Haliburton County received a million dollar provincial grant earlier this year specifically for broadband expansion. After a tender, Bell Aliant was awarded the sole contract for the deployment of this initiative. Unfortunately for most of Kawagama, their proposed and approved solution is strictly hard-wired (ADSL). Nothing for wireless.

However, the County's broadband co-ordinator has lead us to a vendor who has genuine interest in bringing a wireless solution to the lake. XITTEL is a well-establish firm (12 years), with a leadership team that appears to be well qualified. In fact, they are the key provider of communication services to the County.
